dresser away. I would have bought it

from you.

nazwiska uczniów, zanim zaczà∏ egzamin.  

have sth on 
– mieç coÊ na sobie, 
byç ubranym w coÊ
The children had their school uniforms on. 

Dzieci mia∏y na sobie szkolne mundurki.  

think back 
– przypominaç sobie
When I think back to my school days,

it’s my English language teacher that 

I remember the best. 

Kiedy przypominam sobie szkolne czasy,

najlepiej pami´tam nauczyciela j´zyka

angielskiego.
